THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY (DR. D. PURANDESWARI): (a) As per the data provided by Director
General of Commercial Intelligence and Statistics (DGCIS), the details of Sector
specific contribution of Andhra Pradesh to India’s Exports to other countries during
the last three years, according to the compilations by Customs from the code for

State of origin, are given in the Statement (See below).

(b) As per the data forwarded by the Services Export Promotion Council
(SEPC), 74 companies of Andhra Pradesh are registered with the SEPC and their data
shows that the share of exports of Services Sector has come down from Rs.2088

crores in 2009-10 to Rs. 1545 crores in 2011-12 as follows:
