(a)&O): About Rs.531.84 crore of sugar subsidy has been released to the State of
Andhra Pradesh during the last five years. Financial Year wise details of sugar subsidy

Funher during current Financial Year 2019-20, a total sugar subsidy of about
Rs.15.25 crore has been released to the State of Andhra Pradesfu upto the Sept,2019.
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(c) &(d): After the implementation of National Food Security Act (NFSA), 2013 in the
cormty, the Govemment reviewed the sugar subsidy scheme and has decided to continue
it only for Antyodaya Ama Yojana (AAY) families w.e.f. 01.06.2017. The Central
Govemment is reimbursing a fixed subsidy of Rs. 18.50 WkC@ I kg per month per AAY
family to the participating States/ UTs.
